CERTIFICATE OF INTERMENT RIGHT

In consideration of ____________________________________ 00/100 Dollars per plot for a total of _____________________________________________________________________ receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the HOPLAND CEMETERY DISTRICT, a public cemetery district in the County of Mendocino, duly organized and existing under the laws of the State of California, does hereby transfer the right to the use and occupancy of an interment plot for interment purposes in the Hopland Cemetery to:

Such interment plots are described as follows: BLOCK: ____, LOT: _____, GRAVES: _____ as shown upon the records and maps on file with the District.  A portion of the purchase price is to be held in trust to provide for the ENDOWMENT CARE of the above described property and is NON-REFUNDABLE.  This certificate does not convey property title but only transfers the right to the use and occupancy of the described land for interment purposes, adopted by the Board of Trustees of the HOPLAND CEMETERY DISTRICT. Interment right does not include the interment costs nor does it include the non-resident fee.  (NOTE: 28 ¼ inches is the maximum casket width allowed in regular liners, vaults or double-depth units.)


Grave space interment right may not be sold or transferred by the owner to any other individual or group of persons without the written consent of the District.  Interment right may be re-assigned within a family, provided such changes are conducted through the cemetery office and conform to the rules and regulations of the District. Such reassignments cannot be completed unless duly recorded on the books of the HOPLAND CEMETERY DISTRICT. (Health and Safety Code ss 8331)

The District retains ownership of the property.  The District under the guidelines, as defined, by the Health and Safety code determines the policy for the cemetery.   Policy includes the Rules and Regulations.   All interments, memorial services, stones and other activities are to follow that policy.   The policy may change without prior notice; therefore, it is imperative that the District be contacted to verify current policy. 

GRAVE SPACE INTERMENT RIGHT MAY BE RETURNED TO THE HOPLAND CEMETERY DISTRICT AND THE PURCHASE PRICE WILL BE REFUNDED, THE ENDOWMENT CARE PORTION IS NON-REFUNDABLE.  In the event the District is unable to contact the owner listed in the District’s records, and fifty (50) years have passed since the owner acquired the interment plot and there has been no interment of human remains therein, the District will consider the interment plot abandoned and will apply to the Superior Court of Mendocino County for the burial rights and the interment plot to revert to the District.  (Health and Safety Code ss 9301)
